When preparing your manuscript for review, would you please attend to the following points? Note that all WORD files in WORD 2003 are preferred.

Download from JEST Web the three documents: JEST Registration Form, JEST Copyright Form, and JEST Template, all available at

1.1
Fill the JEST Registration Form, sign the JEST Copyright Form, and send both forms with your submission for review.
1.2
Using the JEST Template to prepare your manuscript (including references) for submission. Please note that to follow the template completely including type-font, font size, and line spacing implicit in the Template. This aids both editor and typesetter in efficient and accurate production.
2.
Abstract, Keywords, and Main Body of the Text
2.1
Check that the abstract just only provides the authors’ main contributions of the paper:
a)
What the problem to be resolved? Or what is the author's focus in this paper?
b)
How do you solve the problem? Or what is the method or process to solve the problem?
c)
What results do you achieved and what conclusions are drawn from the study of the problem?
d)
What is new and original in this paper? How do you evaluate your results compared with existing achievements?

e)
Note that to eliminate or minimize background information in abstrct.
f)
Limit the abstract within 100 words to 150 words.

2.2
Check that the keywords are appropriate for information retrieval purposes, at least 4 keywords.
2.3
Check that the style of writing is in the third person throughout, especially in the abstract.
2.4
Number your section and sub-section headings in JEST style.
2.5
Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have already been defined in the abstract.
2.6
The authors are required to make a great amount of effort, going back and forth, to improve the English writing and to gain the understanding of what the authors convey.

2.7
Please give the financial project names and grant numbers, if any, at the footnote at the first page.

3.
Illustrations
3.1
Ensure that you have provided original illustrations, if not, ensure that you have written permission to reproduce (in all media) any figure for which you are not the copyright holder.
3.2
Make up all Coordinate Graphs in accordance with the JEST requirements: available at

http://www.intl-jest.com:88/index.php?p=category&category_id=28
3.3
Check the font size for labeling of illustrations, is this appropriate for reduction of the figure for reproduction in the journal?
a)
In the final typeset size of any figure, set all texts (symbols, numbers, and etc.) in the figure in about 8pt font size and in Times New Roman.

b)
Use words rather than variable symbols to mark axis labels with their units in parenthesis. Note that to capitalize the first letter of the words of axis labels; italicize the variable symbols.
c)
Check the quality of line drawings (Please ensure that any shaded illustrations must be defined with variant lines to avoid poor quality reproduction).
3.4
Check the quality of any photographs.
3.5
Provide the caption of any figure.
4.
Units, Equations and Notation:

4.1
Check your use of units and convert to SI units where necessary.

4.2
Edit all mathematical symbols, expressions, and equations by MathType.

4.3
Clarify the presentation of the equations and mathematical symbols:

a) Give the definition of all mathematical symbols, even though known to the researchers in the field.
b) Explain unusual operation symbols required.

c) Make the matrices and vectors bold upright, scalar variables italic.

d) Use the differential form 
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e) Clarify ambiguities in equations, such as caused by use of solidus (the division slash / )

Avoid use multi-symbols to represent a variable as possible.
4.5
Leave a half line both above and below each equation line. 

5.
References:

5.1
Ensure all references are archived material such as journal articles[1], books[2], and conference proceedings[3]. Web pages should not be referenced, since their content and accessibility may change over time.
5.2
Give all references in English no matter what language they were published in. And mark the publishing language in parenthesis at the end of any non-English reference[4].
5.3
Cite all references listed at the end of the paper and number citations consecutively in brackets.
5.4
Check the references and ensure that they exactly follow JEST style and contain:
a) Names and initials of all authors (if not more than five). 

b) Title of a paper or book. 

c) Source: journal title or proceedings of the conference[1],[3].

d) For journal papers: volume, issue number, pages, published month and year[1],[4].

e) For conference papers: conference venue[3], year, and pages.
f) For book reference: publishing venue: publisher, publishing date, referring chapters or pages[2].
